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INTRODUCTION

This handy shortcut will allow you to pair your AirPods in just one click, rather than going to
Bluetooth>YourAirPodsNameHere>Connect. In the long run it could save you up to 18 min each

year!

e Find a good image to use as your App icon, preferably a .png icon.

e Now, open Image2lcon and drag and drop the image you want as the icon into the Image2lcon
window.

e Drag the Connect to AirPods Application into the Image2lcon window

@ You should see your Application with the icon you selected with now. You may need to right click it
and open it thru there because it probably will say it is from an unidentified developer and block it.
You will need to be an admin to bypass this too.
