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INTRODUCTION

To start, the Front Cover Teardown guide must be used. Later, soldering guides will be used.

TOOLS:
Phillips #00 Screwdriver (1)
Soldering Workstation (1)
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Step 1 — Front Cover

(i) Have the camera facing upwards
and the flash closest to you.

@ Unscrew the two 6.2 mm Phillips
screws on the top half of the
camera.

Step 2

@ Flip the camera over to the other
side-with flash farthest from you.

e Unscrew top two 6.2mm Phillips
screws on this side.
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Step 3

(@) Turn the camera so the bottom is
facing up with the front-facing away.

e Unscrew the 6.2mm Phillips screw
on the top right.

e The front cover is now unscrewed
and should be lifted evenly and
removed.

Step 4 — Flash

@ Once the front cover is off, desolder
the connections at both ends of the
flash.
